DRIVE LIKE YOUR KIDS LIVE HERE 

Summer is busy, with many people out on the roads and plenty of cyclists and pedestrians.  Please keep in 
mind that it is everyone's responsibility to obey traffic rules and to help ensure public safety on our 
roadways.  Supervisor Smith has been in close contact with the Monroe County Sheriff's Department to 
arrange extra coverage when needed for those particular trouble spots where speeding or running stop 
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signs is an issue.  But the Sheriff can't patrol every road and intersection every hour of the day.  Keeping 
our streets safe for everyone requires each of us to obey the traffic laws. 

Town taxes in Pittsford are low in relation to most nearby communities.  Out of 18 towns in Monroe County, 
Pittsford has the 7th lowest tax rate.  When you exclude places that get revenue from landfills and extensive 
big-box commercial strips, Pittsford's Town taxes are 5th lowest.  Our ability to do this includes the fact that 
the Town doesn't have to pay to supplement traffic enforcement with extra patrol cars and additional 
personnel.  We can rely on the Sheriff.  We want to keep it that way.  We're a community of well-informed 
and caring individuals - let's remember to drive that way.  Each of us is responsible to obey the traffic 
laws.  Please be mindful of speed limits, stop signs and pedestrian crossings.

COMMUNITY CHOICE AGGREGATION ADMINISTRATOR DISCUSSION AT 8/6 TOWN BOARD MTG 

The Town Board will have further discussion about selection of an administrator for the proposed Community 
Choice Aggregation (CCA) project at its Town Board meeting on Tuesday, August 6. Those who are 
interested in the subject are encouraged to attend. The meeting will be held at 6:00pm at Town Hall (11 
South Main Street). ASL interpretation will be provided. 
  
The Towns of Pittsford, Brighton and Irondequoit and the Village of Pittsford are working together to explore 
obtaining electricity for our respective communities from 100% renewable sources, at a cost below the 
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RG&E electricity rate, through a Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) program. CCA leverages combined 
buying power. The four municipalities previously issued a request for proposals for a CCA administrator and 
subsequently submitted questions to two potential CCA administrators.
