TOWN AND COUNTY 2023 PROPERTY TAX BILLS
MAILED - DUE 2/10

Pittsford residents: if your property taxes are not in
escrow, you should be receiving your 2023 Town and
County tax bill in the mail this week. If do not receive

your tax bill in the mail by January 10, you can obtain \

a copy of your bill by:

1. Downloading and printing a copy directly from the Monroe County website at

2. Emailing the Town Clerk/Tax Receiver at: townclerk@townofpittsford.org or
calling the Town Tax Office at 585-248-6215 to have a copy of your tax bill
emailed to you.

Residents may make payments in person, by mail or by the mail slots (at the back
door or to the right of the front door) at Pittsford Town Hall, 11 South Main Street,
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online, or at Canandaigua National Bank (18 State Street, Pittsford). We ask that any
cash payments be exact change and that you call ahead for an appointment to ensure
proper staffing is available.

The interest-free Town and County property tax payment deadline is February 10; first
installments are also accepted on or before February 10. The payment stub (see page
2 of your bill) must accompany payment. Please include a phone number on your
check. Please be sure to read carefully all of the instructions and information written
on the back of your bill. It is also strongly advised that you do NOT pay by electronic
check, as these payments do not receive a U.S. postmark and may arrive late.

Please note: If you are paying your tax bill with an online bill pay (electronic banking)
system through your bank, please be aware that your bank still generates and mails a
paper check to the Town and it may take as long as two weeks or more to reach the
Town offices. This type of mail does not receive a USPS postmark. Therefore, the
Town can only consider your payment received on the date it is physically received in
our office.

REFUSE DISTRICT ENROLLMENT UNDERWAY
THROUGH APRIL 30

In 2019 the Town enabled residents to create
refuse districts for their neighborhoods. To date
we have 24 neighborhood refuse districts in
Pittsford. Creating a refuse district means

Effective and Positive Parenting Program

Pittsford Youth Services is offering a free parenting group
on Saturday mornings for six consecutive sessions from
9:00 — 10:00am beginning this Saturday, January 7 and
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running through February 11. The group will learn about
the 1-2-3 Magic parenting program from Dr. Thomas
Phelan. 1-2-3 Magic is an effective, positive parenting
program that divides parenting responsibilities into three

parts: controlling negative behavior, encouraging good

behavior and strengthening the child-parent relationship.

Youth Social Skills Group Program for 6th Graders
The PYS 6th grade social skills group will run for six
consecutive sessions on Saturday mornings from 10:15-11:15, starting this Saturday,
January 7, 2023 and continuing through February 11. The goal of the group is to
teach social emotional skills to help children cope with every day triggers and
stressors, and to reinforce resilience and positive behavior. The focus will be on self
awareness, establishing and maintaining friendships, peer pressure and bullying,

emotional regulation and frustration tolerance. The program will include conversations
utilizing a variety of activities, in addition to art and music therapy.
