BRUSH BURNING BAN IN EFFECT THROUGH
MAY 14
New York State’s annual Residential Brush
Burning Ban is underway and runs through May
14. It’s enforced to prevent wildfires and to
protect communities during heightened conditions for wildfires. When temperatures
warm and the past fall's debris and leaves dry out, wildfires can start and spread
easily, further fueled by winds and a lack of green vegetation. According to the State
Department of Environmental Conservation, open burning is the single greatest cause
of brushfires in the state. Please help protect our community and our Pittsford Fire
Department firefighters who must respond to these fires – do not burn brush or yard
debris during this time. A reminder: burning garbage or leaves is prohibited year-
round in Pittsford.
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Backyard fire pits and campfires less than three feet in height and four feet in length,
width, or diameter are allowed. Small cooking fires are allowed. Only charcoal or dry,
clean, untreated, or unpainted wood can be burned. Please remember to never leave
these fires unattended and extinguish them after use. Be fire wise and help keep
everyone safe!
