STONE ROAD CLOSURE FOR COUNTY'S
CULVERT WORK IS UNDER WAY

The Monroe County Department of
Transportation (DOT) closed part of Stone Road
in Pittsford as of Monday, May 22 to complete
Phase 1 of its culvert replacement project. The
project will be done in two phases and is
expected to be completed by the end of
September, 2023. Refer to the County DOT info
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sheet and map of the detour routes found here.

Phase 1 is under way and involves work on Stone Road at the culvert located between
Stoney Clover Lane and Wexford Glen. The tentative completion is July, 2023. Once
this work is completed, Phase 2 is expected to begin in July, 2023 and will involve
work on Stone Road at the culvert between Chelsea Park/Merryhill Lane and Chatham
Woods.

To complete the work for each phase, Stone Road will be fully closed at the respective
culvert locations while work is being done. Through-traffic will be detoured during
each phase using two separate detours as shown on the map found here . Message
boards and detour signage also will be placed in the area.

During both closures, access to local side streets and properties will be maintained ;
traffic will be prohibited from driving across the actual culvert being worked
