KEEP STORM WATER DRAINS CLEAR TO PREVENT e e
FLOODING AND DRIVING HAZARDS

Heavy and sudden rainstorms, like the ones we've
experienced recently, can leave behind a large amount
of stormwater runoff. To ensure our stormwater
management system is working at its best, please help

by periodically checking the storm drains in the gutters '
near your home or business and clearing them of any .
leaves, grass clippings and other debris. A blocked drain
grate prevents stormwater from flowing into the catch-
basin below, causing water pooling in roads, walkways
and other areas which can lead to flooding, water damage or hazardous driving
conditions.

And remember, stormwater drains lead directly to the nearest stream or waterway —
so please ensure there’s only rain going down the storm drain! To learn more about
reducing stormwater pollution, visit the Town's Stormwater Management webpage .
