Pittsford Little House yet? The next one is this
Saturday, March 2. Stop in from 9:00am to noon. The
Little House is a historic gem in the heart of Pittsford
Village. This week children (and adults!) can enjoy a
new mini-exhibit featuring photos of Pittsford children from long ago, plus a fun game
and quiz. If you have never visited the 200-year old Little House — this is your
chance!

The Little House contains Historic Pittsford's office, a resource room for historic
research, and local history exhibits. Board members staff the Little House during open
hours and are eager to meet you and assist with your inquiries. If you have an interest
in local history or a question about an early Pittsford family or property, let them know
— they are there to help, and enjoy solving a mystery!

The Historic Pittsford Little House museum is located at 18 Monroe Avenue (next to
Pittsford Fire Station #1).

PITTSFORD ROTARY FOOD DRIVE THIS
SATURDAY, MARCH 2, 9AM - 12PM

The Rotary Club of Pittsford’s next drive-thru food drive
is scheduled for this Saturday, March 2, from 9:00am-
noon at the Pittsford Sutherland High School bus loop.
In addition to the Pittsford Food Cupboard, donations
will support Rochester’s St. Joseph’s Neighborhood
Center and the Nazareth University Oak Tree Food
Pantry. Rotarians and Interact Club Members will be collecting at the drive, rain, or
shine! Gently used recent issues (past 12 months) of magazines will also be collected
for distribution to various social agencies in the Rochester area.

The Pittsford Food Cupboard plays a crucial role in addressing food insecurity within
our community. Donations help ensure that local families have access to essential food
items that will promote well-being and stability. Food pantry items especially needed
include canned spinach and collard greens, condiments (ketchup, BBQ sauce, salsa),
salad dressing, and spaghetti sauce. The Cupboard also requests school supplies
(notebooks, folders, paper, markers, pencils, etc.), reusable grocery bags, hand
sanitizer, paper towels, feminine hygiene products, plastic wrap, tin foil, laundry soap,
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and dish soap.

St. Joseph’s Neighborhood Center seeks to identify and respond to the unique health
and social needs of individuals and communities in the greater Rochester region.
Donations help support food needs of those the center serves. In additional to food
items, the center is also in need of hygiene and cleaning products, such as soap,
shampoo, toothbrushes and toothpaste, and deodorant, hand sanitizer and
disinfectant wipes. New gloves, mittens, hats, socks, and scarves are also much
needed at this time of year.

The Oak Tree Pantry serves those with food insecurity in the Nazareth University
community. Specific needs for the Oak Tree Food Pantry include items that can be
easily prepared by students, including soups, canned meats and vegetables, and
sauces. The pantry also needs granola bars, pasta, peanut butter, soap, and other
hygiene products.

The Town has expanded eligibility for its Q

tax exemptions for seniors and the disabled e
with limited income. The Town raised the ) lé L
income limit to $58,400, thereby making Za 3 s
seniors and disabled persons with annual
income less than $58,400 eligible for the

exemption. This represents the full extent of income eligibility for the exemption
permitted by State law. Previously the annual income limit to qualify for the exemption
was $37,400. See the full details about these exemptions at
www.townofpittsford.org/news/tax-exemption-expansion-seniors-disabled-feb-2024.
This year’s filing deadline for the tax exemption is this Friday, March 1, 2024.

This tax exemption can help our seniors and disabled members of our community to
remain in their homes and ease their financial burden. Seniors and persons on Social
Security Disability who may think they qualify are encouraged to view the details at
the above link and to check the information on our Town Assessor’s web page at
www.townofpittsford.org/assessor/exemption-information. The application forms, with
instructions, can be found there. Those with further questions can contact our
Assessor’s Office directly at 248-6230.

Pittsford’s policy as stated in our Comprehensive Plan is to help seniors, who have
contributed to the vitality our community for decades, to remain here in Pittsford
during their retirement years. We welcome the opportunity to take this step in support
of disabled residents as well. This new expansion of the Town tax exemption supports
both.

The Monroe County Soil and Water (MCSW) » DEADLING TO ORDER: MARCH 1
Conservation District’s annual Conservation Tree,
Shrub, and Plant pre-order program is currently
underway and offers a wide variety of evergreens, hardwood trees, shrubs,
wildflowers, groundcovers, seed mixes, plant variety conservation packs, and even
enhancement items like bluebird nesting boxes and bat roosting boxes! Proceeds from
the annual sale will benefit the MCSW Conservation District’'s education and
preservation programs.

The catalog offers great choices for suburban conservationists, including a Wild Berry
Multi-Pack — featuring 10 plants, including three elderberry, native raspberry, two
shadblow serviceberry and red mulberry — and a Wildlife Pack that includes shrubs and
trees that provide ideal food and shelter for wildlife. Packages range in unit size and
price, from a bundle of 10 spruces, pines, or fir trees for as low as $16, to bundles of
100 trees for as low as $110.

Native species new to the program this year include American Hazelnut, Choke Cherry,
Common Serviceberry, Northern Bayberry, Northern Catalpa, Pin Oak, and Streamco
Willow — all showy, beautiful trees and shrubs that produce wildlife-attracting fruit and
flowers and will provide quite the fall scenery with their stunning foliage.

Planting trees and shrubs is perhaps the most effective way for individuals to help
keep our environment clean and green. In addition to providing shade, privacy, wildlife
habitat, borders, windbreaks and snow fences, trees provide many environmental
benefits not visible to the naked eye. They work as filters to help protect drinking
water, clean the air of pollutants, help mitigate stormwater runoff and stabilize soil to
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prevent erosion, and reduce noise by acting as sound barriers. Trees can help cool
your home in the summer and break cold winds in the winter, helping to reduce
energy use. They can even add value to your property.

Orders are due by 4:00pm on March 1 until and will be ready for pick up on April 18 —
19 until 5:00pm at Monroe County’s ecopark facility (10 Avion Drive, Rochester
