NORTH MAIN STREET BRIDGE CLOSING THIS
WEDNESDAY, JUNE 1

The NYS Department of Transportation will close
the North Main Street Canal Bridge this
Wednesday, June 1, to do a complete resurfacing
of the bridge deck and sidewalks. The bridge is
scheduled to reopen on August 1. Schoen Place
will remain open to traffic during this time and the
Canal Trail will be open as well. Northbound traffic
along NY-96 (Main Street/East Avenue) will be
detoured using Monroe Avenue (NY-31), I-490,
and Fairport Road (NY-31F). Southbound traffic
will be detoured using French Road and Fairport
Road. A pedestrian detour will utilize Monroe
Avenue and Schoen Place. View the NYSDOT
