3,323 homes — which is 36% of all the
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homes within Pittsford — enrolled in refuse districts. Residents of these districts enjoy
lower costs, fewer bills, and decreased neighborhood traffic, making their environment
quieter, safer, and more eco-friendly. Additionally, trash and recycling are only put out
on the streets of these neighborhoods one day each week.

Residents have until April 30 to establish a refuse district that will begin service on
January 1, 2026. However, it takes time to gather and process petitions. Now is the
time to finish gathering signatures and to return petitions so the Town has time to
process them by the April 30 deadline.
