PITTSFORD’S SUMMER 2025 PROJECT LINEUP:
CONTINUING IMPROVEMENT
The Town of Pittsford's Department of Public Works
is preparing for a busy summer in 2025, with a
detailed schedule of capital improvement and
maintenance projects aimed at improving our



infrastructure and public spaces. All projects are
subject to change. From vital road upgrades to
essential storm sewer and park maintenance, these
initiatives embody the town's dedication to
continuous improvement.
 
Here's a look at the key projects slated to occur
across Pittsford this summer:
 
Roadway Enhancements: Gutter, Milling, and Paving
A sizable portion of the summer's work will focus on
improving our roadways. There will be milling,

paving and gutter replacement throughout various neighborhoods.
 
Storm Sewer Improvements
Maintaining our storm sewer system is essential for environmental protection and
preventing localized flooding. This summer, ongoing storm sewer work will involve
routine inspections of stormwater infrastructure, including catch basins, pipes, and
outfall structures, as well as cleaning, debris removal, preventative maintenance,
repairs, restoration, regulatory compliance and vegetation management.
 
State Street Median
We expect to receive approval for the plans for a median on State Street from the
State very soon. Once we obtain approval, the project will be put out to bid. The
project involves creating a median near the entrance to Wood Creek Drive that will
help calm traffic entering the village. The median will also provide safer pedestrian
access to the canal pathway opposite Wood Creek Drive. We hope to see work on the
median begin this summer.
 
These projects directly enhance water quality and the recreational use of our
waterways.
 
Highway, Parks, Sewer, and Building Maintenance
Beyond roads and storm sewers, the Department of Public Works is also engaged in
various ongoing projects that will continue through the summer months:
 

Parks Department Projects include routine trail maintenance, integrated pest
management, overseeding, aeration, fertilizing, and the installation of new trail
markers and kiosks.
Routine Maintenance efforts across the town include tree canopy thinning, crack
filling, patching, pothole repairs, street sweeping and catch basin cleaning,
along with sewer televising and flushing.
Miscellaneous Work will involve sealing the parking lots at Kings Bend Park and
Hopkins Park, alongside necessary catch basin crossover repairs.
Sewer Department Projects will continue with the relining of sanitary sewers
constructed in the late 1950s and upgrades to pump stations, specifically at
Lehigh Station.
Building maintenance projects are planned for various town facilities, including
new paint and carpet in the Library’s Fletcher Steele and Fisher Meeting Rooms,
a new tankless water heater in Town Hall, and sealing the floors and staining the
exteriors of lodges in King’s Bend Park.

 
These comprehensive projects demonstrate the Town’s commitment to maintaining
well-maintained infrastructure and public amenities for all residents and visitors! See

This Saturday, take a walking tour in the
center of the Village during which Robert
Corby will discuss several key preservation
projects that have changed the direction of
community planning, resulting in many
positive amenities and characteristics
appreciated by both residents and visitors.
“The History of Preservation in the Village”
walking tour will take place this Saturday,
June 21, from 10:00am to 12:00pm. The
walking tour is free for Historic Pittsford
members and $10.00 for adult non-members.
 
The tour will begin at the Little House, located at 18 Monroe Avenue, and conclude at
Pittsford Farms Dairy. Comfortable walking shoes are recommended. The tour is
wheelchair accessible. Participants must be able to climb three flights of stairs. Dress
for the weather; the tour will take place rain or shine.

Even in retirement, she continued to serve the community through her work at the
Spiegel Community Center, having twice received the Town’s Most Valuable Employee
award.

Our Copper Beech Park, located at 14 State
Street in the heart of the Village, is still the
Town’s smallest park, but we’ve made some
exciting changes! A beautiful, newly expanded
area off North Main Street is connected by a
walkway to the original Copper Beech Park on
State Street. We’ll be celebrating with a ribbon-
cutting ceremony and a food and music event  a
week from today on Wednesday, June 25,  from
5:00pm to 7:00pm.

The new Copper Beech Park area features a
pergola for shade, as well as game tables and café tables. New lampposts complement
the Village’s traditional streetlamps. The plaza patio is screened with native plantings,
and multiple garden areas with native shrubs, grasses, and flowering plants are
located throughout the park. The new space carries on the legacy of our original,
iconic copper beech tree. A tree cultivated from the original copper beech has been
positioned in a place where it will thrive, providing enjoyment, shade and beauty for
generations to come.
